Available year-round with gondola use. Limited availability during peak season. Weather may hinder accessibility; an alternate 
site may be necessary. 

McCoy Station Sundeck • Seats 150. 
Available in summer – available in winter with additional fees. Includes gondola use. 

McCoy Station Rooftop • Seats 250. 
Available in summer with gondola use. 

Sierra Star Golf Course • Seats 200. 
Available in summer only. Transportation to ceremony venue is recommended for groups larger than 50 due to limited parking. 

Lakeside at Twin Lakes • Seats 50. Standing room for up to 100. 
Available in summer only. 

June Mountain Overlook • Seats 150. 
Available June – September with June Mountain Reception 

Hemlock Meadow • Seats 100. Standing room up to 200.

All of our ceremony locations are governed by the U.S. Forest Service, and many are open to the public. Because of this, we do 
require a dedicated staff member to be present throughout your event. This staff member will be the person you work with to 
schedule and coordinate operational details of your rehearsal and wedding day, as well as direct nearby Mammoth guests who 
are not associated with your event.
